SUPREME HEADQUARTERS ‘Allied Expeditionary Forces, Somewhere
In Great Britain, Tuesday, June 6.-(UP)--American, Canadian and British
troops 1nvaded western Europe today, landmg on the northern coast of
France to open the greatest military operation of all time. :

Brilliant, batthng Gen. Sir Bernard Montgomery commanded the stnklng
force which, two days after the freeing of Rome, made from the west its part
of the three-way blow from west, south and east which is to free all Europe
from the German yoke and carry the allied armies to Berlin.

German broadcasts, which for three hours before the official announce-
ment had been carrying reports of an allied invasion, supported by air borne
troops, said that heavy fighting was proceeding in the area of Caen, which is
8.6 miles inland from the Normandy coast. . L

The German reports described a gigantic operation which they said in-
cluded powerful air forces and heavy warships-—according to one version,
battles}ups--—whlch covered the landings with their fire.
